Tega Cay Beach And Swim Center Policies and Procedures
(Updated April 14, 2015)

Tega Cay Beach and Swim Center is a city owned facility supported by annual fees from Pass Holders.
The facility is for the use of Annual Pass Holders and their guests. Please adhere to the policies and
procedures specified in this booklet and posted on the premises. Your safety and enjoyment are the
primary concerns in establishing these guidelines. These rules are subject to change with a one-week
notice that will be posted on both the bulletin boards in the entrance of the pool and the front porch area.
Please take the time to read these postings periodically to keep you informed on upcoming events and
changes.

Participation
Annual passes are available on a calendar year basis from January-December. You will need to fill out an

application and have pictures of each member of your family taken. The pictures will help identify you as
a member in the pool area. This helps us to know who is entering our pool at all times for safety issues.
Each Annual Pass Holder will also receive an access card to the fitness area. The fitness area is available
7 days a week 24-hours a day. Each membership receives one (1) free card; each additional card cost
$5.00 each.

Guest Policies
Your guests are welcome at the Beach & Swim Center. However, to maintain equity and safety in the use
of the facility, the following guidelines are enforced. Please make guests aware of the rules of the
facility. Guests must respect the privileges of the Annual Pass Holders. Remember you are responsible
for your guests and may be charged for damaged property. There will be (4) free guest passes given
with each family membership and (2) with all other memberships. Guest Passes that come with the
membership will be on file with the lifeguards. Free guest passes do not carry over to the following year;
all purchased passes do.
e Each Pass Holder Household will have the opportunity to purchase an 8-pass guest card for
$24.00 dollars or a 4-pass guest card for $14; each Pass Holder Household is limited to purchase
(16) sixteen guest passes for the year. We will no longer offer single day guest passes.
e There is no charge for children under age 1.
e Members may use a maximum of 4 guest passes per visit unless they receive special authorization
from the Beach and Swim Center Staff.
e Guest passes may be purchased at the office during office hours or the concession stand.
e An annual pass holder of at least 18 years of age must be present when hosting a guest.
o Exception: Out of town relatives may bring children under a Beach & Swim Center
Membership provided they have received approval from Beach & Swim Center Staff.
Requests must be made 48 hours prior to relatives visit.
e Exception 2: Parents may sign a waiver to allow 14-17 year olds to bring guests.
Waivers are available to sign at the Beach & Swim Center.

Nanny Passes may be purchased for members with nanny/babysitters at a discounted rate. It must
be purchased in conjunction with a family pass only. The price of this membership is $80.00.
There must be a waiver signed for all nannies under the age of 18 years old. It is the nanny’s
responsibility to get a temporary parking pass from the lifeguards upon entering the pool each visit.
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General

The Beach Center is a family friendly facility. No alcohol or tobacco is allowed on the premises
during normal operations unless it is brought in during a Private Party; and even then it is not
allowed in the pool area.

Please do not wear wet or sweaty clothing into the gathering room. If you would like to enjoy
the gathering room after swimming or working out, please bring a change of clothes or
appropriate cover up.

Please park all bicycles at the bike rack outside the pool gate. Please remember to lock your bike,
as the facility assumes no liability for lost or stolen property.

No skateboarding, roller blading or roller-skating is allowed on the grounds of the Tega Cay
Beach and Swim Center.

Swimming Pool

No diving.

Children under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult annual pass holder. Parents
may sign a waiver to allow 14-17 year olds to come to the pool without adult supervision.
Waivers are available to sign at the Beach & Swim Center

Please obey the lifeguard at all times.

o Lifeguards have the authority to place your child on a 15-minute timeout once they have
been warned and child continues to break the rules.

o Misconduct may result in removal from the facilities for the day.

o Persistent misconduct may result in a Pass being cancelled. Please be respectful of the
rights of all Pass Holders to enjoy the facilities in an atmosphere free of profanity, loud
noises and offensive conduct.

Children not completely potty trained must wear an appropriate swim diaper along with a
rubber pant. There will be a fine of $250 dollars issued to the member for cost incurred by
the pool, for each incident that causes the shutdown of the pool for any amount of time.

No running, boisterous or rough play.

Designated lap swim lane may be used for lap swim only. No children are allowed in the lap
swim lanes.

The pool and pool deck will be evacuated during a storm or after lightning or thunder for no less
than 30-minutes after each strike.

Please do not bring pets within the pool gates or into the clubhouse unless it is a working dog.
You must wear proper swim attire. Swimming in street clothes or exercise wear is not permitted.
Wet swimwear is not allowed past the changing rooms in the clubhouse.

Shoes, shirts and dry bottoms are required in the clubhouse.

Please remove any loose or dangling jewelry before entering the pool.

Please place all trash in appropriate receptacles.

No glass or breakable items allowed in the pool or on the pool deck.

No large toys, rafts or towels are allowed in the pool.

Small tubes and Noodles are allowed in the pool during slow times; you may be asked to remove
them from the pool at anytime the lifeguards deem them a liability.

Footballs, tennis balls, Frisbees, etc. are not permitted. Soft pool throw toys are allowed in the
pool during slow times; you may be asked to remove them from the pool at anytime the
lifeguards deem them a liability.

No loud music.

No spitting or blowing through the nose or otherwise introducing contaminants into the water.
Persons with eye, ear or nasal infections or communicable diseases should not enter the pool.
Anyone exhibiting behavior that may be construed as being under the influence of a foreign
substance may be asked to leave the pool area and the grounds of the Tega Cay Swim and Fitness
Center.



No oils or lotions are allowed in the pool. Please use the outdoor shower to rinse off before
entering the pool. Also, please cover your chair with a beach towel to defer the aging process
from these lotions.

Please remind children to use the toilet facilities in the clubhouse.

Please do not play with pool showers or pool equipment.

Please keep all furniture on the pool deck.

No children under the age of 10 years of age are permitted in the indoor showers without an adult
present.

Exercise Room

You may receive upon request an access card to be used before or after hours.

Please familiarize yourself with the proper use and operation of the exercise equipment. The
following rules govern the use of this room:

You must be 16 years of age or older to enter this room without a parent present. No children
under the age of 14 years are allowed in the workout room.

You must wear proper workout shoes and attire at all times. Shirts must be worn at all times.
We provide towels and cleaners for your convenience; please wipe perspiration from the
equipment following your workout.

Please be courteous; If members are waiting on any of the cardio equipment please limit your
workout to 30 minutes. If you are doing sets on the weight machine, please invite your neighbor
to alternate sets with you.

Please return all weights to the proper area.

Please do not bring food or drinks into the exercise room. You may bring water in non-breakable
containers.
